Guidelines for waste disposal: 

 
♦ Do not use plastic bags for garbage          

disposal. Bags may be torn open by rats, 
raccoons or dogs. 

 

♦ Use metal or plastic cans with handles 
and tight-fitting lids (maximum 32-
gallon size cans weighing less than 50 
lbs. each).

♦ Beginning April 6, 2009, trash will 
      no longer be picked in the Alley 
      All trash pick up in the City o West 
      Peoria will be at the curb.  
 
♦ Approved containers shall be stored in a 

garage, structure, or alongside the

Peoria County operates two drop-off sites 
for recyclable items. They are located  
behind the Sterling Bazaar and Northpoint 
shopping centers. For information, call the

YARDWASTE COLLECTI ON 
 
Yard waste collection begins 
on April 1 and ends on     
December 31. Yard waste is 
collected curbside on Friday 
only. The cost is included in 
the regular waste bill. 
 

Yard waste consists of grass, leaves, limbs 
and / or brush ONLY (no soil). (DO NOT 
mix yard waste with household waste or ani-
mal waste). Yard waste MUST be set out in 
one of the following methods: 
 
v 30-gallon paper yard waste bags. (50 lb. 

weight limit). 
 

v Cut and tied in bundles less than 4-foot 
long and 50 lbs. in weight. Use rope, 
twine, string, or cord that is biodegrad-
able. 

 
v Railroad ties are garbage NOT yard 

waste, cut into 3-4’ lengths. 
 

For pickup of large items, please call 
Waste Management to make arrangements. 
 
Breakdown cardboard boxes, do not fill 
them. 
 
SMALL amounts of building materials are 
acceptable if cut into 4-foot lengths and  
bundled. The 50 lb weight limit applies.
